Some Thoughts on The Froduction
By Bill Lutes

In the years just prior to his first collaboration with Arthur
Sullivan, Gilbert's delightful series of wildly funny poems,
which he called the "Bab Ballads®, appeared in the weekly
comic joumnal Fim. Scattered throughout these gems, wittily
illustrated by Gilbert's own outrageous woodcuts, we find the
initlal appearances of many of the stories and ideas that
later emerged in full lower in the Savoy operas. In one of
the "Babs’, My Dream’, published in the March 19, 1870,
edition of fun Gilbert clearly defines his realm of "Topsy-
Turveydom', of a universe of his own making in where, he
says:

L WIe iE ViFfue--=VIrINe vice:

Where nice is nasiy-—--rasiy, Rice!

Whare Fight Is wrong oind wrang is Fighf-s-
Wihere white is black and black is white,

Where bahiex, much io their surprise,
Are horn astonishingly wise;

With every Science on their lips,

Aried Art at AN their fruger-tips,

Fow, as thelr murses dandie them,
They crow hinomial thearam,
With views (it seems absurd o us)
i differential calculus.

Bt throigh a babe, as T fove sald,
Iz hown with learning in his head,
He must forget i, if fre cam,

Before be calls himsell a ria,

For that which we call folly here,
Is wisdom in that favoured sphere;
The wisdom we so highly prize

The laws of Topsy-Tunveydom are everywhere seen in Qilbert
and Sullivan’s operas, and are the source of their humor,
and {paradoxicallyl their great truth. By looking at the world
upside down, we can laugh at ourselves and our institutions
and customs and neuroses, all from a safe distance. Gilbert,
the social critic, and Sullivan, the gently willy singer, create
for us a waorld in which captains say 'if you please” to their
sailors; where Pirates think first and foremost of matrimonial
ambition when they capture young ladies: and where a Court
of Justice is the last place on earth you could get a fair
trial. Well. maybe that isn't so topsy-turvey after all.

It is our pleasure to bring you Gilbert and Sullivan's first
extant collaboration. and one of thelr most perfect: Tifal by
Jury: The sense of wicked fun, of great creative minds
unleashed and going at full tilt. the rollercoastertide exu-
berance of this little masterpiece Is as apparent today as it
was In 1875, when it was first seen on a lriple bill that in-
cluded Offenbach’s La Ferichole and something else. totally
forgotten. The Marx Brothers-like zaniness of Tral is unique
in the Savoy canon..there is nothing else quite lke It in all
of G&S, in all of musical theater, for that matter.

The rest of the program is a comucopia of delights from
the three most popular G&S operas. As you watch this
pageant. filled to the brim with familiar favorites performed
by a wonderful assemblage of talented and dedicated peo-
ple. | hope yvou'll raise your voice in celebration of these 40
seasons of The Madiscn Savoyards, and the great freasure-
trone ol beauly and laughter they have helped to keep alive.
Hurrah, humrah, hurray!

Music Director's MNote

As music director, | am particularly excited to be conducting
the premiere performance of Triaf By Jury using both the
new critical score and orchestral parts by Broude Brothers.
Broude is in the process of editing and publishing the first
critical editions of all of the extant Gilbert and Sullivan op-
eras, proceeding in chronological order and thus commenc-
ing with ¥ By Jun: (A critical edition is a version that
has been edited with all of the rigors of modem musical
scholarship, and one thal takes into account all relevant
sources) The full and vocal scores were published a few
years ago, but the parts are still being prepared. Savoyards,
though special arrangement with Broude (thanks to John
Hrueger at Madison Music for getting the ball rollingl), is, in
essence, "beta-testing” the parts, which are essentially fin-
ished. but nol prooled. Alter our production s complete, we
will report back to Broude with detailed information about
any misprints, lack of clarity, and other issues with the parts.
Final revisions to the parts will then be made. based on
Savoyards’ report, and the parts will then be published.
Working with the new parts has been both a challenge and
a great opportunity for Savoyards, and we hope that the re-
lationship with Broude can continue as subsequent operas
are published.
